The contest will use 1980-1 rules and maneuvers. (Download the 1980-1 rule book from: www.classicpatternassociation.com). The requirements for this proposed contest will be: Only the Novice, Advanced, and Expert patterns will be flown. 
First time Novice may fly any AMA legal model airplane. All other pilots may fly any period correct classic airplane or any present day AMA legal pattern competition airplane or any model airplane the meets the weight and size rules (2 meter span and length and 11 lb. maximum). Classic airplanes may use glow or electric. Glow will be limited to .60 2 cycle, .90 4 cycle or, electric which will be limited to 6 cells.
Pilots that are presently competing in Masters or F3A must fly the Expert pattern.

Scoring will be: Highest "Raw" scores will determine the winners ...  no "normalizing."

This will be an AMA sanctioned competition that will be advertised with the above contest procedure modifications. Final plans will be determined by the amount of feed back I receive from potential entrants. 

Hope that you all consider trying this kind of competition just for FUN!
